Preparation:  
1) Set out stations of: 3 paper plates and 1 treasure box. (Used in the 

Elaborate part.)  
 

2) Optional: Read background line art information. (Used throughout) 
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SHEET #2 (Front)  
Engage: What Do You Know?  (5 minutes) 
Gather the participants together. Use these questions to have a discussion 
about numbers.  
How old are you? 
How many fingers is that? 
What is the biggest number you know? Smallest? 
Do you see any numbers around you? 
What do you know about lines? How do artists use them? 
Do you see any lines around you now? 
 
Explore: Story Time  (5 minutes) 
Read book The Doorbell Rang. Encourage participants to listen for number 
words. Note: Reading the exhibit’s book is possible, depending on group 
size. 
 
Explain: Numbers & Lines In Our World  (25 minutes) 

Numbers 
1) Discuss the number descriptive words in the book.  

 
2) Using the exhibit, or the number cards and paper cookies, have the 

group review the numbers 0-20. Review how to count by pointing and 
saying the number.  

a. Exhibit: Count the number of chocolate chips (1-8) and put the 
corresponding number card next to the cookie. Then use the 
paper cookies for 9-20. 

b. Paper Cookies: Pass out a paper cookie to each participant. 
Hold up a number card. Have the participant bring their cookie 
forward when the matching number is held up. 

 
3) Pass out a number card to each participant. Have that participant 

model doing an action that many times. Then have the entire group 
repeat the same action the same number of times. 

a. Hand Clapping (in front, behind, alternate, etc) 
b. Snapping 
c. Foot Tapping 
d. Jumping 
e. Hopping 
f. Head Circles 
g. Elbow Bending, etc 
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SHEET #2 (BACK)  
4) Look for, count, and numerically label other real-world items around 

you.  Count the same items by two’s, then by three’s. 
Lines 

5) Explain the definition of line, curvy, and straight. In the exhibit, have 
the participants find 1 curvy line and 1 straight line to share with a 
partner, or the group. Then find their favorite line, and have them find 
the line’s beginning, middle, and end. 
 

Elaborate:  Treasure Boxes & The Lines They Make  (20 minutes) 
1) Model how to use 1 Treasure Box and 3 paper plates. 

a. First take out the treasures and count them (or count a small 
sample) 

b. Then equally divide the treasures up onto the 3 plates 
c. Count how many are on each plate 
d. Make a summarizing statement (12 shells put onto 3 plates is 4 

shells per plate) 
 

2) Allow the participants 10 minutes to explore the Treasure Box 
stations counting, dividing, and summarizing appropriately. 
 

3) Distribute a sample from each treasure box to groups of 3 
participants. (Everyone should have some keys, some shells, etc.) 
Have them play “I Spy” describing only the lines of treasure. 

a. One person thinks of an object in sight. Then she/he says "I spy 
with my eye something that has a round curvy line connected to 
a gagged line with lots of small bends..." The other players 
guess. The first person to correctly guess is the winner, and 
chooses the next object. 

 
Extend:  Art (35 minutes) 

1) Gather the participants together. Review the definitions of lines, 
curvy, and straight. Introduce horizontal and vertical. Optional: Have 
them use the exhibit to find horizontal and vertical lines. Which one 
are there more of? 
 

2) Show posters of Jasper Johns work. Share brief life history and art 
genre. Have participants point out: 

a. Numbers--repeating & non-repeating 
b. Lines Where is a curvy line? Straight? Vertical? Horizontal? 
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SHEET #3 (Front)  
3) Introduce art project sample and point out 

numbers. 
 

4) Have participants fold a piece of paper to make 
16 rectangles. Widthwise, fold a piece of paper in 
half, and then half again. Open. Lengthwise, fold 
the paper in half, and then half again. 
 

5) Write a number pattern (e.g. their birthday, the 
numbers in their address, etc) so it repeats and 
all the rectangles are full. 

 
6) Have them decorate the number pattern using 

crayons, markers, or paint. Have the participants 
describe the lines in their artwork to a partner, or to 
the group.
